The Scoutreach program targets youth in distressed areas of Circle Ten Council where there are many chances to fail and few opportunity to succeed. A multitude of challenges including single parent families, unemployment, families plagued with alcohol and drug abuse and family income below the poverty line make it difficult for traditional Scouting to reach youth in these neighborhoods. 

Through Scoutreach, Program Managers employed by the council in conjunction with community partners, offer a unique Scouting experience where resources are scarce and parental involvement is limited. Scouts enjoy a program centered on advancement, camping and life skills development. 

The Scoutreach program gets results and since its inception has even produced two Eagle Scouts. Approximately 1,800 Scouts participate and belong to one of the 70 units under the direction of Program Managers.
